ENGAGEMENT LETTER FOR OWNER’S REPRESENTATIVE SERVICES

provide owner's representative services to the Ross County Board of Commissioners for the portion of the Appalachian Community Grant Program 

projects that are within Ross County. The principal purpose of this letter is to set forth the scope of our services and the terms and conditions thereof. 

INCompliance will provide owner's representative services on an hourly basis, as needed and as requested by the Owner.

OPERATING AGREEMENT FOOD SERVICE ARAMARK

vending machine operation) for the County's inmates, staff and visitors at the Ross County Jail located at 28 N. Paint Street, Suite A, Chillicothe, OH 

45601. Aramark hereby agrees to furnish nutritious, wholesome, and palatable food to such inmates, staff and visitors, as applicable, in accordance with
